1) Slide seal (bigger diameter _af * Caver
first) over wire’s end. 7 )
2) Strip wire end to 6mm.
3) Crimp terminal around Wire 0.5 to 1.0 mm®

6) Insert the assembled terminals into the connector’s cavities ensuring they “click” into position.
7) Insert the blind plugs into the unused cavities.
8) Push purple lock to a closed position.
9) Snap cover into place guiding the leads outside of the connector. A cable-tie can be used on

the bundle of wires for stress relief.
